Please find enclosed our manuscript entitled “Variation of the Chemical and Physical Parameters of the Groundwater in Central Thessaly (Trikala; Greece) as a Function of Geographical Areas and Season Periods in the Last Four Years”, authored by and Athanasios Manouras.
Since that ground water comprises the source of drinking water for many people worldwide, particularly in rural regions, the ground water pollution arises as a global concern throughout the scientific community and environmental organizations.
