· Nitrates and pesticides are contaminants of groundwater derived from agriculture because of fertilizers, manure, waste and ammonia

· There is a variation of the chemical and physical parameters of the groundwater in central Thessaly (Trikala; Greece) in the last four years. 
· Given that drinking contaminated groundwater can have serious health effects, this work should be of considerable interest to the Analytical Chemistry community
· Variations detected in pH, electrical conductivity, nitrates and nitrites are very different in flat and semi-mountainous regions and in summer and autumn.
